In 1734 he preached two sermons on justification which triggered spiritual awaken-

ing among his and neighboring congregations. This grew into the first Great Awakening. Deemed to be one of 

the most brilliant minds and theologians ever, Edwards is well known for his sermon, “Sinners in the Hands of 

an Angry God.” Jonathan married Sarah Pierrepont. Together they reared 10 children and have left a lasting 

legacy to America and the world.
